He said
this can be a brainstorming and communications tbf@ said this is the group of the
willing, not required.

Shawnsaid he has lots of ideas himself, but we neeaghémge them very slowly and
very well, and focus on a few ideas.

Mikhail asked if he is striking the board representatie moved to amend the
amendment to keep the number of votes by makingthg without vote, and add the
BoD member againSeconded.

Mikhail said the main reason for striking was in ordekgep an odd number of votes.
He said we should not get rid of a representatike i needed for board of director
communication, and he said the Board and Senatevsythave to be coordinated. He
said it could make the chair more impartial andoké® votes odd.

Stephaniesaid it would be most beneficial to not have thesmglent and still have the
vote for the committee chair.

Austin said the chair should not be without vote, andgsus only having one board
member whether that be the president or anothersaitl this committee doesn’t have
authoritative power, and still has to go throughnmal processes.
