Childcare
Legislation amends the state grant program, batishieally the first step in increasing access for
student parents. The bill is alive but it's a pEré coordinated package.

Campus Safety

This came at the request of Governor Gregoire.d are tragedies at this plasérginia Tech
andColorado University There are talks about where to go and is stittadnd will pass this
session. They want to make sure mental healtitisded as well.

Master Plan HecB

This is a complex piece of legislation. It talk®abhiring for higher education. It used to be arfo
year plan, but now they’re trying to talk aboutrig&sing access for students and that when they're
here, they have access to all the programs. Iltafféict students now, and in the future as well.

Voter Registration

This bill popped up and he was having a convermsatibth Dave Uppergrove. They're talking about
what the institutions can do to increase voterstegiion and it basically requires to collaboratthw
student governments to provide voter registratayarhs. This bill had a hearing last week and he
testified and it passed today 5-3 and all Demoawattsd for it. They hope that it will move forward.

Ballot Drop Off Sites

With voting by absentee ballot, there has to beggeson it which is sort of like poll tax. This
would mean that there is a box somewhere weretbalim be dropped off and would only cost a
few $100,000 dollars which is chump change. Legisés decided to move it even over objections.

The bill
is not going anywhere this session because thé&spbkas come out solidly against it as well as a
lot of legislatures in the house. Once it gethhouse it would be a nonstarter. What that means
is that increased student fees will be used ifesttelwant to renovatdusky StadiumThere is

belief that this can come back next year; it j@he at a weird time. A lot of people feel that éher
is going to be a recession this year. Its not mpMout hopefully it can past in the future.

Con: Restricting Academic Freedom

Requires faculty members to teach a variety oflmtgoal perspectives. But this has been a tool to
attack what professors teach. Its opening facultynivers up to lawsuits to what they teach. He
plans on testifying against that bill on Thursday.

Budget:
Requesting $3.8 million for childcare fees and lamted to emphasize that it is great that he got $2
million out of the $15 million dollar request.

Bryce said that the bill that authorizes the branch assep have designated Everett as the new site.
The goal is to create space for 5000 studentdhiéonext 5 to 10 years and especially in high
demand fields. This bill is moving in both chambensd the cost of the campus. After the 2017
biennium the cost will be $848 million and it wilbme fromUW's budget. It's not that there saying
they don’t want to support access, but they dondvk what the best solution for that is. They want
to do it in a prudent way and think about whererttaney could come from. The house bill that
was moved on Monday has an amendment saying tleedsrio be prioritizing of where the money
comes and that’s huge in Olympixyce said theChair of Transportations taking transportation
money and is the lone wolf on Senate on this. fatkly there was a flub in the Senkigher
Education Committeand they were going to take the bill out. They’tlerpect Marysville or
Smoky Point sites to come up.

Alex J asked about the requirement to require votingsscaad how that will change this campus.
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Bryce said it would change how the voting registratioalttions work together. There has been a
lot of student movement. The administration doesgdtly lend their support in that activity or in
bringing in speakers. They are actually violating law by not allowing voter registration websites
online. They should cooperate wAtsUWandWashpirgfor these efforts. If this bill were passed it
would helped.

Alex J asked about the Con slide and professors beingreeqto teach a variety of perspectives.

Bryce said that it is badly worded and brings up thestjoas of what defines what the other
perspective is. It's tough deciding what is a pdurthe discussion.

They are a community builder, and its thag¢ @pot that’s not in different groups, but goes to
different groups, listens in and shares those cososith theBoard of RegentsThey have to go

out there to want to make a difference. He wantetan undergraduate in this so that it doesn’t

seem like its just for graduate students.

Gavin said in looking for someone for this, they justici@ok at what they say, but how they exude
a sort of confidence on heir own abilities and ribey answer their question: will they look the
committee in the eye? etc. The committee shouldatit someone who is nervous all the time, but
someone who is articulate and is confident.

Hala wants to look for someone who is well establisiétiin his or her community. There are a
lot of communities, but she wants to see someorehals reached out and has some working
knowledge within communities. Everything else, kinagvstudent issues, propensity for finding
information and looking at the candidate as anvidial so its important that they are strong to
fight on their own and its important that tBeudent Regems open to go out and find more
information.

Briana said she would look for someone who has a strongritment toUW. The second key
piece is to look for who knows how to use theirceoeffectively as well as someone who can work
with a whole range and variety of people.

Nick said it is critical that they have a strong knadge of issues that are strong among students. It
is important to look at candidates who are outaidl® of the standard groups and the same old
people. It can plagudSUWfrom time to time. He’s not opposed to looking floose outside.

While people should be judged individually, thodeovare proposed to govern should all be strong.

Sabrina said she was on the committee last year, and tluestgpart was choosing the three people
to move on. Her question was how personal feelngside of the evaluation and what are they
going to do in the situation or circumstance thatpeople they are sending to the governor are not
the three best candidates but are the best theyohaadrk with.
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Gavin said as far as personal feelings, the committeg¢dlas impartial because otherwise that is
discredit and that is something he hasn’t donerkeféor the second part they just work with what
they have and they may not like the group.

Sabrina asked what they are going to do in the situatian tine top 3 candidates are not the best
but are the strongest.

Hala said they would check to see what the standardis @hat student regent before they look at
the applicants. If there is a person that is taoobit, then she would remove herself from that
position. And if dialogue is really open and stamidaare set in the beginning, it doesn’t mattet tha
a person on the committee doesn'’t like that probessnove forward.

Briana said she uses whatever information is availablea&e decision and in personal relations
there are positive and negative aspects of peaplesiae will take everything into consideration
making a decision. She trusts the democratic psp@®n if it's not her personal feelings, she
trusts the feelings of the group in general.

Nick said for personal consideration, he loves hisrggriid and loves his cats, and he is personally
not afraid to snub some people. If they are nodgamugh for it, they are not going to get it. As f
the 3, he will try his hardest that that does ragigen.

Shawnsaid that in this position he would not use hisspeal relations with people to determine
who is best. If there is any disagreement they hawticulate well why one individual is liked and
why the other is not.

l. R-14-8 A Resolution in Support of Diverse Regraation of the UW Student Body Through the
Alumnus Jun Fan “Bruce” Lee

people of color associated with the University cidhington who have made great contributions.
There is a disproportionate representation of aluiitere needs to be something commemorating
Bruce Lee since he has made great contributiotisetavorld. She is the semi-sponsor to this
because this was revamped and she will try tolgelast sponsor to come.

Yutaka said that in the opening line his name was “Jun‘Bauce’ Lee” and in the rest of the
legislation he is referred to as Bruce Lee, andag wondering why there is just that use of the

name.

Chloe said that in the first line they just wanted te tise real name, and then the name that he is
commonly referred to afterwards.

Jon asked why just focus on Bruce Lee and not anytsee e
Jameelsaid he taught a class for Bruce Lee through CHHD duarter. There has been a lot of

press coverage on it and putting pressure on adtration as far as presentation is concerned. They
chose Bruce Lee because he is an internationalas@nfigure for unity and humanity. There have
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been a lot of influential alumni of color, and theot trying to say he’s more important, but adbt
people have recognized his accomplishments asasdils impact internationally. The fact that he
has a statue in Bosnia, yet he taught classeseodUtB lawn yet a lot of people don’t even know
that he went here is a big deal.

Chloe said that basically they are just really excitethave this opportunity, to have someone who
walked around campus and who had a huge contriywind its sort of the reason for the class and
the legislation.

Jameelsaid that like th&enate Chaihas mentioned, this has gotten a lot of media ameer
including Seattle newspapers ablte Los Angeles Timeand there has been a lot of pressure, so
the fact that th&enatas discussing and passing it and he appreciatqidgiedime talking about it
and debating it.
