V. Public Forum
Presented by Vice-Provost and Dean of Undergraddatdemic Affairé&d Taylor.

Provost Taylor said he is in his second year as Dean of UndeungtadAcademic Affairs. He’s

been a faculty member for twelve years. When hdegaire, he decided what he wanted to get out
of Miller Hall and figure out how people get to pés likeUW and meet with high schoolers in
different communities and how they can get acoesstitutions of higher education. He started
thinking about students and what it means to le@est and he started thinking about himself and
what it meant for him to be a first generation stuid He came tGonzaga Universitfrom

California and he started thinking about the wdrk&ing a student and he applied for this position
and got it. He first started looking at data andwie students were and where they came from. He
saw that people came from all around and he wantede what it meant to commit themselves to
theUniversity of Washingtoas opposed to other places they could have gaeeffite does the
orientation at the beginning of the school yeaonkthe beginning they started with the Common
Book in trying to create community. He's Mhary-Gates Hallso Academic Advising is there and

he wants to see that Academic Advising is conneieeryone with the question of how advising
could be the best that it could be than anywhese iel the country and what it means to guide
students through the system.

The office also does assessment of students areldlzequestion on the table on what do students
know when they come here and what do they know withey leave the university. There are a
range of programs and they also concern themselitedeaching and learning. Their job is to
make sure they have an enriching experience andtindents’ experience matter when they are
here instead of just being an institution with tots enrolled. They have a charge to put
undergraduate issues at the center of the camositAwenty years ago, he’s not sure if people
would of said that it was a great undergraduatearsity, but just an amazing research institution.

Jono Hanksasked what specific goals have they been workinthis year and what are goals for
next year.

Provost Taylor said he wanted to make sure that the advisingreeque is integrated, and that is
serious work to make sure its coordinated. He aksots to be able to move towards a global
institution, which means anyone should have thedppity and have something significant
happen here and to make it all affordable. Theytw@be ambitious about creating more
international opportunities for students. They alsmt to make sure that transformative and
powerful teaching happens here. The office alsaanasonors program that can get students ready
for going beyond undergraduate studies. He wanigotét closely with the athletic director and the
athletes to create learning communities. For irtstaa professor did a seminar with the men’s
basketball team in Greece this past summer. Heithiduced Mary Pat, a senior lecturer on the
faculty for biology to do a presentation.

l. R-14-16 A Resolution Concerning the Northermdis University Tragedy

Sameersaid that whebenategasses a resolution, it does not immediately becstodent opinion
as theBoard of Directorshave to pass it and tiB®oard has the ability to veto, ability to amend or to
send back any legislation 8nateThis time around, thBoarddecided to send it back 8enate
with certainBoard recommendation$§enatehas the option to accept or deny those
recommendations and send it back. Bleard can only send it back twice, and they will have to
accept it or veto it the next time around. SpedHiags they wanted to talk about was the third
WHEREAS clause, identifying the shooter, and thaitas voiced that it was questionable to
forward the health aspect of this. TBeardthought that it was best to send it as a condelena
policy resolution and not both. The vote was 6-0-2.

Shawn said that the resolution is back to second readamgl the recommendations are just
recommendations.

Tyson Johnstonsaid that he made the motion to send it backalt @ good resolution, but he felt
that the message of the tragedy to be explidielitkind of iffy to mention this university’s pdies
which were an entirely different issue. He thougtould make sense to send two separate issues
as condolences and policies on mental health.

Yutaka said that this issue originally came up with @SS Executive BoartheGPSShought it
was simply a condolence bill because they weredafiat the phrasing made it sound like they are
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trying to lobby this usingNIU as an example. If senate feels that policy isijapbrtant, that’s the
case.

Shawnsaid thatSenatds on second readings as if though the legislatias not passed aigEnate
has been given recommendations and whether oheptwtant to change them.

Hala asked if this meant that if it were changed, tBenatevould change them.
Shawnsaid yes.

Alex J said he was wondering if the legislation was cleahgr split up, he asked what it would
changeNIU probably looked at it already and they probablyrapiate it. He doesn’t think they are
going to nitpick it, but they look at it as a kigdsture and he was wondering how much changing it
would change.

Rob Barnum-Reecesaid that he would like to thifklU would look at this and nitpick it. A part of
it is internal and external. This contains polieglaondolence on it sBenateneeds to consider
that.

M’liss Dewald said she feels that what ttf8enatedoes and say, they should stick behind. What is
passed should be fully stood behind with. She fimgsshe doesn't like the thought of spending
two hours of her week committing to this for thirtgat she does not support.

Jono said he thinks that this shouldn’t be separatedfddls that the lobbying clauses should stick
there, and it says that this is the actidw is taking. It happened on their campus, and thike
action that should come from that and it's logid¢té. more than an empty statement, and shows
thatUW is acting on it to make sure it doesn’t happenradde feels that it should be passed and
sent back to thBoard

Ehsan Alezissaid he concurs withono because the THAT clauses aren’t really questionable
because its sending condolences saying that thmposiupolicies on mental health and actions are
not insulting.

Sameersaid that unless there is a compelling need tid, doen don’t do it becausgenateskipped
first readings for this. Also, he wants to notet tRaard members were not present to discuss this.
He agrees witldono’srationale, and knowing that other people are ke necessary steps to
protect themselves would personally make him fedten. This was already sent, but that shouldn’t
relate to this at all, it should be wits¢natevants. Essentiall\$enatas not limited to doing one
thing, and they shouldn’t be. These are very stsoredated things: mental health and violence.
Whether this is amended or not, he will continueay its what students believe.

Eric said that if it is sent back unchanged, wouldnjts get sent back or vetoed.

Shawnsaid what he should do is make sBenatedoes what they want to do and what they want
the legislation to look like.
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Neil Rotta said that he agrees willono and that it should be kept intact and sent bat¢keo
Board He understands tl&goard’sthought process but it is a much stronger piedegs$lation if it
is kept as it is. It's not overtly policed, but st®thatUW cares enough to do something. He
doesn’t care what theoard chooses to do with it, but his conscious is thahould be sent at it is.

Jen said that she knows a lot Bbard members weren’t able to make itSenatebut she wanted

to make sure there was conversation. She wanted éveryone know that she wanted this sent
back because tH&oardis going to approve what ti&enateagrees upon, they just wanted to make
sure there was more dialogue. She strongly belithatgheBoardwill affirm it to the Senate’s
decision. She cant guarantee anything but thatis $te feels.

Hala asked what part of second readings it's on and the@ved to vote to accept the resolution
without changing it.

Objected byAriane.

Shawnread the legislation.

Senatevoted to close debate.

Senatdhen voted on the legislation and it was passashinmously.

Hala moved to amend the ninth WHEREAS clause to redtefeas racism unchecked make
people of color feel unsafe” and a tenth WHEREA& sk that says “whereas discrimination based
on... religion, gender, sexual orientation and digglbnakes an unsafe environment for all

people”.

Jono asked if the first motion was dilatory, mentionihgt the last time this was looked at, there
was a motion on it and it was hotly debated.

Shawn called the first one dilatory because this discuswas already had.

Hala then questioned the decision of tleair which meant the decision has been challenged, and
the Senate had to decide whether to accept orttiesy

Sameersaid the appeal was to allow the motion to takeepla the first place.
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Senatesoted andl'yson called division, and theBameerthen pointed out that there could be
discussionShawntook a speaker’s list.

Jonohad a copy of the legislation from the last timevdis discussed and read it. The discussion
was on whether or not to remove the word feel atdrcand he says it is dilatory.

Tyson yielded.
M’liss said the discussion that took place was on peafdelor being limited and not being a
broad umbrella. With the Yowhereas clause, the original one can say peoplelof. The original

issue was that people of color was limited but o not.

Tim Shigetasaid he agreed withono in that he spent a lot of time discussing this iamehs
changed in the end.

Kadey said in response to whistliss said, she thinks it’s still dilatory because thisraothing in
the new amendment that says anything about race.

Tim Patrick moved to close debate.

Tim P said that discrimination and safety are a directatation. Discrimination seems unjust and
unpleasant.

Jono said he likes the WHEREAS clause and that itnsafstic. It adds an umbrella effect.

Akina Lantow said she feels that this legislation should beered around race, and to take this
out, the whole point of it doesn’t make sense armgmo

Yutaka moved to close debate.
Seconded byim S with no objections.

Senatdhen voted on the amendment and division wasdaietheChair. Senatevoted 17-13-16
and the amendment passed.
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M’liss made an amendment to strike tHBVWWHEREAS clause completely, and add to thE afe
to say “discrimination based on race”.

Seconded by utaka.
Objected byTim S.

M’liss said she agrees wifkkina and not including race in the legislation defeéatspurpose in
general, and that race should be added to tHevb@reas clause.

Tim S said that it's a two pronged objection. He disagreith the notion that not all races are
affected by the legislation. Everyone is by somewaffgcted by race. Additionally, a lot of time has
been spent talking about the clause already.

Briana said the clause worries her because it doesnajsiy to race and she entertained a motion
to amend it.

M'liss said she thinks racism does effect everyone aatctte §' whereas clause is weak.
Kadey said that with striking the clause removes thatthiadl it still applies to everyone.
Tysonyielded.

Jonosaid he doesn't like the idea of moving the WHEREA&Ise because it's the only one that
says racism causes the unsafe environment. Hethetlthe clause should stay.

Yutaka moved to close debate.

Objected byTyson.

Senatevoted on not passing the amendment.

Tim P moved to keep thé'WHEREAS clause and kedyliss’ change to the b

Tyson said that racism and discrimination are very mihehsame thing in his eyes. People can not
think for one minute that they can be separatediamdtatement bothered him a lot and he doesn’t
know how to articulate it enough to make everyonéaustand. He hopes that people will learn
more about the subjects before people speak to.them

Sameersaid that regardless of what happens, he hopet thdhe last amendment made for this
clause. On the merit to the specific question,ghe’ lot of difference in opinion because
connotations are attached to words like discrinmmaand racism. He doesn’t feel ti#gnateneeds

to worry about the specific words. He is completaljifferent to what words are used, and he likes
the way the 18 WHEREAS clause is worded. The overall justificatieeeds to be focused on, and
the specific words are going to be debated hottabse everyone comes from different places.
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M’liss said she agrees that people attach different mgamo different words. She wanted to point
out that there is a purpose of this legislatior] @mpeople think that the™®WHEREAS clause fits

in, then she thinks people don’'t get the main psepaf this legislation and that they are not
opening their eyes.

Jon moved to vote immediately on the amendment aneitiee resolution.

Seconded byono.

Objected byTyson.

Senatevoted against voting immediately.

Yutaka moved to close debate on the amendment.

Senatesoted on the removing the WHEREAS clause 8hdwn called division. With a vote of 18-
12-13 and the removal of the WHEREAS clause wag@dd

Senatdhen voted on adding the word “race” and it waspdainanimously.
Yutaka moved to table the resolution for another week.

Seconded byim P.

Objected bylono.

Jono said that he would like to finish it since it Hasen on the plate for several weeks and he wants
it finished by tonight.

Samantha Kraft said that her committee had it in the fall and/tepent over a month on it, and
even though it's already 6:4Senateshould just finish it.

Senatevoted against tabling it for a week.

Yutaka entertained a motion to have all the amendmenssiéd out right now.

Chris Paredesmotioned to add a couple of WHEREAS clauses agtitk the first one being
“Whereas one of the UW'’s values is diversity and BRAES the University of Washington
President has established the Leadership and Vhiitiedive to ensure this campus is welcoming

for all UW employees and to work on issues of casnglimate; therefore...”

Seconded byon Swith no objections and the amendment passed.
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Eric moved to vote on the legislation.

Senatesoted unanimously on passing the legislation.
