Shawn closed open nominations for Committee Chairs aqpiiaéned how the election process was
going to work. For those who have not yet turnethair seat renewal forms will be entertained by
Jon while everyone else has been sorted into a dbeemEach committee will be headed by a
senate officer or board member who will facilitéfte election. Each candidate will get a 30 second
introduction and 30 seconds to answer 2-3 questrons the committee. The questions must be
answerable to all candidates- absolutely no indi@idjuestions. Afterwards, each committee
member will get a ballot and will rank their prefaces using IRV.

Sameersaid IRV is Instant Runoff Voting. Each person widit a ballot and they will get to rank
their preferences. Uses a cup-of-noodle, chickedl@osoup and ramen example. If 48 people
voted for cup of noodles, and 6 for chicken noadiep and 46 for ramen, then chicken noodle soup
would be taken out.

Shawnthen asked a question fralon Evansand Finance and Budget. He said “The Board of
Directors presents two new entities to your conerieind say that they want to have the committee
determine an appropriate amount of funding forehesw entities. The personnel committee comes
and presents a salary schedule that includes 5% imageases for the entire association. In
addition to these, many other entities are requgsticreases to their budgets. You know however
that you can’t fund all these.

We're here for
standards, but he wants to direct it more to sttsdéte would red flag the organization, but would
go to them and see how they would compensateHeatvould also recommend to special
appropriation to not support them too much in trere.

Alex said a part of it is to research and demand researd info for good predictions of how events
are going to turn out. If a disaster did happenybaldn’t exactly red flag it, but would try to get
funding back from them. He would have them bringkoa portion of their costs back to the
committee.

Alex Lark talked about HUB reconstruction and the capitabsiproject. Committee needs to pay
attention with what goes on in SAF, and wants tprome communication between SAF and

Senate. Since there have been deficits in SAFe theeds to be an assessment of what organization
receives budgets.

Derek is a sophomore and is in hi¥' gear in Senate. SAF is a huge committee with amneaus
amount of resources that are put in committeedekls that his knowledge with organizations can
be beneficial.

Shawnread a question frodon Evans “Committee members must bring analytical skills,
objectivity, and professionalism to the table as¢bmmittee is dealing with large sums of money,
administrative directors, and units that provideaaiay of services and activities to students. How
do you exemplify these characteristics and hothii benefit you as a potential committee
member?”

Derek said that with analytical skills, as long as tlsrage done from a student perspective, that’s
the largest factor that comes into SAF. He feelshbodies those characteristics.

Alex Lark said that with analytical skills, he is a debaigge and has to critique which arguments
are valid or not. He has also served on a dis@pficommittee on deciding what is valid or not for
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students. Finally, he feels that professionalismoisan issue because we are all professionals in
ASUW.

Conor said that analytically he likes money crunching. &iso wont hesitate to go out: if a group
needs to be talked to he feels very comfortablagyout and figuring out what needs to be done.
He said that we're all professionals, so interartith people in the most professional way
possible is great.

Hala said that she had to exemplify what it was torgarnd do research with committees, since
there was a difference in opinion on how much gsogipould get. She has had experience with this
when she had to call up the ECC and talk to dirsdteere. This committee needs someone who
will take action and go out to organizations.

Shawnopened up the floor to questions for the candgdate

Matt York said he sat on SAF last year, and is doing itratias year. The Committee wont be
able to get money to everyone, so he asked whatsdsave the candidates had with SAF in the
past?

Conor said that being a freshmen, he hasn’t had muchreqze, just with tuition. He doesn’t

know if he’s qualified to answer that question. Goumication is the best way to deal with it, and
explained that by letting organizations know tliret committee only has a certain amount of money
is the best way to handle issues.

Alex Lark said he did not have much experience but comittgsophomore year he got sort of
angry with handling money. This committee needdgasionalism and sound demeanor to handle
hot-headed people.

Derek said he believed SAF has done an overall goodf@ldressing needs of people and how
students’ money is spent. He hopes to continuetthdition even though he doesn’t know much of
SAF.

Hala said if communication is there to begin with, wétthucation, then there should be open
communication where people wont get hot-headed f&He that SAF members should meet
regularly and committee members assigned unitgahthformation. She hasn’t had any problems
with SAF before, but agrees that communication s¢edmprove.

Tyler Dockins said ASUW is looking at significant increasestudent fees for Husky Stadium
and the HUB, so asked how would they go about lupkit fees?

Alex said he would look at how much Husky Stadium dedHUB has brought in. There is money
out there for good causes and if and only if weehtavraise money, then they will.

Derek said that Husky Stadium is a key centerpiecehfierdampus. People think of sports as one
of the amazing issues that UW brings to the tablet of meetings are in the HUB, and is the face
of the old campus.

Hala said that all entities are important, but is intpot that students have the opportunity to look
at this and where there money is taken. Studewigdin't have to raise funds for specific entities
themselves. Having discussion about these issuelkenbetter for getting information and making
sound judgements.

Conor agreed with everyone else. Husky Stadium and thB 4 important to student life, so it is
important to renovate and that it is worth to hawainimal charge increase for students.

Aditya Ganapathiraju asked to have his name removed.

David Kim nominated himself.
Shawninvites all candidates to come to the floor farations.

Ron Chewsaid he doesn’'t know a lot about LSC, but is reaay willing to learn. He would learn
more about senate through this, and figure out &kenate wants to go in the state of Washington.
He will use the knowledge he learns from senatgetter it in the future.

Jono said that he is @%year in senate and was FAA chair last year. Hejusi®lected as General
Affairs Chair. He had some frustration with LSCtlgsar; was irritated and now wants to run and
help shape the agenda itself.

Lydia Bylsma is a junior but is a first year senator. She ktical science major and lobbying is
her major. She finds it an excellent opportunitgéb involved and is passionate about representing
the University of Washington on a state-level.

Alex Lark said LSC has been a very big passion for him. Wlse his 8" year going down to
Olympia for formulating policy and wants to formtéaolicy for the Senate.

Gavin Tucker is a junior who just transferred from Spokane Camity College and was student-
body president. He went to Olympia and testifietbtehouse and senate committee for legislation
on education.

Joseph Prencipeas a second year senator representing his friyeeta Psi. He is running for
LSC because he wants to help out with Lobby Daylaegglation and he has the ability and time to
represent senate.

Conor said he really has no experience but would likgebinvolved with and wants to be a part of
the agenda making body. He hopes people will girethe opportunity to.

David Kim is a 3° year senator and this position needs a differewtpoint on many issues and he
speaks as a minority and as a person who is albeakibg stereotypes. He has been involved with
various organization, and that has given him déiferexperiences.

Shawnhad a question from Director of Governmental Refet, Bryce McKibben. He read “If
elected to LSC, what are the top 3 issues you widkgédo focus on in the Legislative Steering
Committee?”
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David said that the first thing is representing studehtere are 25% of minorities in Washington
state, and 7% are elected officials. Strongly bekethat to make fair representation, there needs t
be someone who comes from a background speakiagrasority, and he wants to speak on that.

Conor said that appealing to students is the numbepdoéaty. Anything that is best for students
are his top priorities.

Josephsaid that problems right now are that legislatgnot all going for higher education.
Secondly, we have to help coordinate lobby day wititelines in state. Thirdly, he said we need
more interaction from state legislation.

Gavin said that the 3 issues he would like to see avergment supplementation, some sort of
break on textbooks and governmental supplementtdibelp freeze the rate of tuition.

Alex said that accessibility to higher education isgathing for him. In his family, he, his sister and
mom will be going to college together, so childecassistance will be needed. Infrastructure will
help this considerably- such as better transporand roads. Finally housing is also an important
issue that needs to be addressed.

Lydia said that big issues have been hit on. Givingst® housing in past years there has been
issues with people sleeping in lounges. She alsgiored that lowering tuition to make education
more accessible is a concern. She will need tmlerwre about what students want and what the

state has done to figure out what is needed oagbada.

Jonosaid that as a commuter senator, local housindpig ssue. Getting that on the agenda would
be a priority. The legislative agenda is not jusiit Olympia, but about local government too. He
would like to get something on the agenda abowestuparents. Lastly, he would like to work on
tuition and have that be a student-led discussistead of a budget-led discussion.

Ron said that much has already been echoed, and wédsloous on students. He is willing to
provide energy and time to meet with the students.

Shawnopened up the floor to questions for the candgdate

Holly Jonessaid that last year there was an issue that aaldedtirely new section that added
global and national issues. We don’t know if thitige divestment from Darfur or sweatshop will
be on our agenda, and is highly debated. Whatus gpinion on whether LSC and Senate and
lobbying efforts should take time on global issues.

Jono absolutely agreed because we are global citiz&esare a university that produces people
that go out in the world and we need to act like it

Lydia said that to echo Alex, it should be something akstudents. She wants to make sure
everyone is well represented. In her own persopiaian, those issues should be represented and
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that at times we need to look beyond UW and looktets going on in this world and get our voice
heard on those issues.

Alex said it is important to think globally, and acblally. The best way to focus energy on global
issues are to tackle them here on the UW campisswie to start encouraging groups to get shirts
that are made organically and with fair wages.

Gavin said that as a representative from the legislatramittee, its not his opinion that matters,
it's the students. He wants to check with studentiow they feel. In his opinion, yes they are
issues that need to be discussed locally and dgjobalUW and ASUW have a stance on major
global issues.

Josephsaid that for the most part, he would only putriren if the student body themselves have
them put them on. We’re not just bringing up topexld-wide, it's if students want them on the
legislative agenda.

David said one of the main issues is that we don’t istdad the culture and how cultures view
global issues.

Ron said we should help voice the opinion of studéet® with global issues. If ASUW is the
voice of the students, then we should serve wieastidents want, not only personal constituents,
but constituents as a whole.
