Also,
with the wording, the amount of students can detezraquality of disbursement of money.

A senator asked how the funding would be equabyrithuted, such as the number of students in
each college.

Lydia andGavin did not know how to answer the question &mawnyielded toBryce.

Bryce said the way the state budgeting works is thiatatfree for all and each administration has
their own set of lobbyist for the administratiordahey say here are their particular needs and why
they need more or less money and in comparisoth&r golleges. There is no particular formula

on how to go about that.

Shawnalso asked how money is assigned to different rdegats.

Bryce said that the state allocates based on the nuoflgegrees produced by a university and then
UW gets money and decides how it goes to indivigwagjrams. A committee at UW that has
student input takes up the budget the state gare #nd decide where that money goes, which is
usually in the spring, every two years.

Nick said that it is not talking about blanketing sit@oking for equal quality, which means that one
school shouldn’t languish at the cost of anothoet because schools shouldn’t lose their quality
because of funding.

Conor McLean wanted to speak but said Nick took the words détiisomouth.

so that's why she supports it in this section.

Yutaka had a question on why it was for student publiceti

Chris answered and said that the LD last year spokefgjadly to that and he would personally
support amending it to protect faculty as well.

Jon said that it seem people are supporting it inAgenda, but there is no agreement on where to
put it on the agenda. He entertained a motiondsectiebate.

Hala moved to amend the point to say “student publbcétio “student and faculty publication.”

Ariane asked if there is a time limit for people to dabugh the university.

Jono said there is no official time limit, but at Ye&arfinancial aid for people becomes more
difficult to receive and year after year people wdve to appeal for financial aid.

Yutaka had a point of information and asked where prograave time limits to complete it.

Hala said that some people think that as a traditisnalent doing full loads, but some people have
jobs or have children so it prolongs their stagafiege.

Sameerhad a question on the second to last bullet paimd,wanted to know what the rationale
was about the student conduct code.

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Gareth Snowsaid that in regards to the second bullet pointais discussed that student faculty
associated with the ROTC was unnecessary, andriesttihat unless it is explained, it is
unnecessary.

Shawnsaid that Senate would deal with that in the seqant.

Austin had a question on the point of opposing the @histion of student information without
student approval and wondered if that includedReA.

Tyler said that with the RIAA, it is known that they pue college students. This bullet point is not
in reference to that, and the UW will never forwarfibrmation to any outside organization at all.
This specifically refers to credit card companiesduse many of them were trying to get
information from UW to get students into their dan

Yutaka had a question on th& ®ullet point on tenets and landlords. In termsfétampus, it is

his understanding that tenants are local and atéwide and asked why specifically on campus and
why not HFS and their services.

Lydia said that with WSU, they are pursuing the samegthnd it is a statewide issue.

McKinley said that it is used for the local level so thaipgde can have housing inspections on
issues that can affect students.

Yutaka asked why is it focused specifically on off campusl why not HFS.
McKinley said that because it is not a state issue.

Tyler said that HFS is an auxiliary and is its on conyp&te personally thinks that it would be ok
and because there are 5300 students living inesidence hall when its made for 4800.

McKinley just wanted to make sure that the school couldajb statewide and local with their
issues.

Chloe Amehmoved to go on to the second stageleélth, Safety and Welfare

Seconded bgabrina.

Objected bylono.

Senate voted and the first part ended and movedamnéendments thdealth, Safety and Welfare
Tim asked about the third to last bullet point andtwiiaad to do with public welfare.

Lydia said it was placed there for safety issues.
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Chloe said she could not hehydia.

Lydia said that his question asked why that bullet paias there and she said because she thinks it
deals directly with welfare.

Alex Jouravlev yielded.
Charles had a question on the fifth bullet point and witefined an academic employee.

Hala was yielded to and she said that it refers toraple@yee that is employed as a TA or
specifically for departments, but does not incluaekers or staff.

M’liss wanted to make an amendment saying “We suppodirigrto substantially increase the
number of gender neutral bathrooms in all buildiogscampus to expand the safety and
accessibility towards our students, staff, facudiyd visitors regardless of their gender-identity,
disability status or status as a parent.”

Seconded bgabrina.
Objected byGavin.

M’liss said that it is something that went through Selzsteyear and it was in support in
expanding gender neutral bathrooms on campus areeds to be on the agenda for funding
purposes. People are doing awesome work throughltht by expanding funding, it will help more
because there are a lot of administrators in sumbat, but it will require money.

Gavin objected because she answered reason #1 anctth@lseason is because of the phrase “all
buildings on campus” and he asked why cant it sdlybtildings on campus” and cut it there.

Sameerhad a point of information on R-13-34 and it wagsolution on gender neutral single
stalls and it uses the exact same text as the amaridHe agrees with Gavin in giving a rationale
for anything else and he agrees with the amendownpletely but Senate should just say what
they support and not why. The other thing is tiseéswith “single stall” because that is what is in
the standing student opinion.

M’liss said that she is ok with anyone amending it baetatiministration has already been presented
with this and it is in progress, so saying singkdlsd is acceptable. The rationale behind thakis
since there is support for it, but it is in theoe €veryone’s general information in the room.

Gareth made a motion to amend the amendment to removexalhfter “on campus”.

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Gareth said that the statement made thus far that inotutlie rationale makes it long in wording.

Sabrina said that it is already long and wordy and that bullet point is just stronger because of
the inclusion of the rationale and it does no harm.

Senate voted and debate was closed. Then Senattomthe amendment to the amendment and
Tyson called division. Senate voted by placard with tevaf 40-15-12 and the amendment to the
amendment passed.

M’liss said that not everything in the legislative agehda standing opinion and there is a lot of
technology to make bathrooms that are not singléestwith them not being safe for everyone, and
the Legislative Agenda should not just limit itdimgle-stalled.

Tyler said that he is conflicted because he wants tp kemncise, but considering the single
stalled issue, that single stalls are for peopté anxiety.

Gareth wanted to point out that the inclusion of singlls will hamstring the ability to lobby
increasing funding bathrooms that are single stalle

Eric said by leaving single stalled out it is more oped has fewer regulations.
Tyler said that to achieve both he could add that.
Jon moved to close debate.

So-moved byStephanie Adlerand she added that it is the sixth bullet poit amended the fifth
bullet point to read “for rights of all Universityorkers, including direct employees and employees
of contractors or subcontractors.”

Objected byGareth.

Stephaniesaid that it is important for everyone to colleety bargain and that extends to all
workers on campus. In reference to the second pbiatviolent and violates peoples’ rights sasthi

is to further support people’s rights.

Gareth wanted to make an amendment to the motion andidskge put at the end of the speaker’s
list.

Ehsanrequested that the Chair divide the motion.

Shawnsaid that was approved and it goes out to twoesngih whether Senate supported collective
bargaining rights and the violence motion.

Charles had a question in if collective bargaining forhtig or for employees? The second question
is that he understands that in a business senisipbua legislative sense, does it cover universit
axillaries

Stephaniesaid that in regards to entities such as HFS, tipeyate on UW property.

Jono moved to amend the amendment to read “we supp®ridght for collective bargaining for all
employees including HFS.”

Seconded by utaka.
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No objections and the amendment passed.

Tyler wanted to make an amendment to the amendmentlttaad resident advisors”.
Seconded by utaka.

Objected byStephanie

Samanthaasked if RA’s are not included under any otheegaties.

Charles said that it could be argued whether they areuahad, but they are not direct employees
because HFS is auxiliary.

Tyler said that he wanted to put that there becaudeeatdmplexity of the situation because they
are not direct employees but are paid in the fofmo@m and board.

Stephaniesaid that with student workers, they are includghgient food workers and that by
denoting one that makes it special case and itoaniakes it look like it is special cases.

M’liss said she thinks it is a great amendment, andtteabuld specifically call out resident
advisors.

Charles added that RA’s are not paid so whether they emgl@yees is questionable at times.

Nick said that he was born into a Union household ansidtes with this, but this is needlessly
wordy and needlessly detailed and by making ittsimakes it good.

A senator said that it's not true, and by saying@maiployees, it doesn’t cover everyone.
Sameermoved to close the discussion period.

Seconded b’liss.

No one objected and debate was closed.

Senate voted and the amendment to the amendmesgtdpas

Gareth yielded.

Yutaka moved to close debate.

Seconded byon.

Objected bysameet
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Senate voted and debate was closed. Senate trehomthe amendment on “collective
bargaining” and the amendment passed.

Mikhail had a question and that was to define “retaliate”.

Stephaniesaid that retaliate is very broad and basicalyttion’t want blatant violence and want
to accuse the university to carry out any violence.

Ehsansaid that the impression he gets is that it opptisesght to do so because of any earlier
bullet point.

April said that it may or may not be implicit, but itedoneed to be explicit. Because of the nature
of employees being intimidated will likely not sjeaut.

Tyler moved to close debate.
Seconded bgabrina.

Objected bySameer

Senate voted and debate was closed.

Senate then voted on the amendment on “harasstngjdating or retaliating” and the amendment
passed.

Aditya Ganapathiraju moved to add an amendment to read “We opposecagaise of mandatory
training hours for state licensed caretakers fosqes with disabilities.”

Seconded by utaka.

Objected bylon.

Aditya said that recently the governor has formed af@asle that increases the amount of
mandatory hours required for caregivers. It afféatsilies who do a lot for caregivers and it gives
them more of a workload. He spoke with Governorg@nee and it will be looked by stage agencies
and jurisdictions.

Jon withdrew his objection.

This amendment passed with no objection.

Mikhail had a question on ROTC officers, and if they dliened to carry firearms.

McKinley said they don’t but she wants to make sure thal®@as the option and they don’t
want to infringe upon the rights and is somethirigégame up in session, people would advocate

for this not passing so Senate didn’t giive anyaason to not protect entities in the military.

Jonathon Kim said that they do not carry firearms and he R@TC and they don’t carry it
around nor have it in their offices.

Hala had the definition of firearms and it is a deuicat can be used as a weapon that can shoot
projectiles in high velocity, so without being amneis not a firearm.

Nick wanted to know what definition this is.

Hala said it was from Wikipedia.

Tyler said he had the US class definition and it is sbmg that can include toy guns.

Nick said thatMcKinley touched on most on what he wanted to say andttisain there because
ROTC is an instructional program on campus butdm&ndment is not focused on ROTC. So these
are trained people in the program so it does rfetahim so he wants to leave it all in.

Charles opposed the amendment because he wondereddafutles replicas.

Sameerread RCS 9.41.010 and what the definition of fireés. He wanted to adkric Sif
demilitarized means what and whether the gun lobdyld like it and that students shouldn’t make

decisions on what the NRA thinks, its about whatlehts think.

Eric S said that the guns used on campus have led ontthprevent anything from being a
projectile.
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Austin said that with people using weapons in ROTC da¢gall under firearms as defined by
RCW.

Jon moved to close debate.

Objected byGareth.

Senate voted and debate was closed. Senate trehomthe amendment and division was called
by Austin. Senate voted 38-22-7 and the amendment passed.

Chris wanted to add a bullet point above the first “oggdado read “We support additional state
funding to increase accessible and affordable rhéetdth services”.

No one objected and the amendment passed.

Yutaka moved to add after the landlords point reading ‘8AMpport measures to insure that all on
campus housing is up to legal standard set fortstdg and local legislature, and to encourage all
measures, including revisions of contracts or segdres with auxiliary operations that fail to nee
these requirements.

Seconded bynttimo.

Yutaka said that to talk off campus housing should inelod campus housing because it is
somewhat paid for by state money.

Jon withdrew his objection.
Sameerobjected because of the questionability of who ®WFRS.

Charles said to his knowledge it is a private company tnad it makes all their money on summer
conferences that they get from people.

Sameersaid the second question is whether it is lobbytregadministration or legislature.
Charles said that in his opinion it is on the legislattmeaffect the administration.

Sameersaid there would be not direct contact but throtighlegislature to the administration.
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Charles said that currently 5300 students live in buildihgt are for 4800 students and that 125%
are in use.

Jon Stevengointed out that there is a housing inspectorampus so if there is a problem, find
that office and give a call and he thinks it nedsclude wording including over housing.

Ehsansaid that it sort of is lobbying the administratidle does not like the talk of severing ties
with HFS because it is a little drastic.

Jon Kim said that students on campus might feel safer aviiandgun while walking at night.
Sameersaid that a student is any worthy of defensedhénges if they walk through a door or not
and it is blatantly obvious and that the amendmenild gut the rest of this. The fact is that UW
should try to keep as many guns off campus as lplessi

Hala said that a lot of issues coming in and dormsrari@ded so that takes care of that.
