Hala said we are getting ready for the candidate forum, and will have an officer’s
meeting this week.

Yutaka said Sunil, cosponsor, has resigned as senator.

Hala said he is still an ASUW member.

Hala said she had an extended version of the agenda with all the resolutions.
Selmamoved to put R-13-22 as item d. Seconded. Without objection.
Jonomoved to add SB-13-2 as item e. Seconded. Without objection.

Yutaka moved to put GPSS report after Chair’s report for 3 minutes. Seconded. Without
objection.

Melissamoved to add as item f. R-13-23. Seconded. Without objection.
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Selmamoved to add R-13-2 as item g. Seconded. Without objection.

Sameerasked if R-13-18 be placed as second readings on the agenda.

Hala said it is on the extended version.

Yutaka asked Hala to explain the candidate’s forum.

Hala said she will discuss how that will work in her report. She did not include many
reports. She said the presidential privilege is Cullen’s time to speak about what we have
been doing.

Sameerasked about putting presidential privilege after the forum.

Jon said he will make the Power Struggle more clear.

Yutaka moved to approve as amended. Without second.

Erin moved to place GPSS, BOD report, Presidential Privilege, and Committee reports in
the usual order and format after the forum.

Sameersaid he believes the committee can, because it says the OA empowers the
committee to issue legislation.

Erin said she would say no, off of how the bylaws have been interpreted this year.
Charlessaid even though it was passed by 2/3rds, we can’t overcome the bylaws.

Yutaka said we must amend the bylaws to make a power change.
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Charlesyielded to Sameer

Sameersaid it can be interpreted that recommendations could be made in the form of
legislation, as stated in the text of OA-13-9.

Jonosaid he thinks Sameerbrings up a valid point.

Yutaka said the only difference is whether or not it carries the weight of the committee.
He said bylaws hold unless specifically overcome by direct amendment.

Hala said we have been interpreting that if the bylaws aren’t explicitly included, they are
considered excluded. She said a recommendation is defined elsewhere in the bylaws.

Erin said we need to finish the meeting, and she said Mikhail isn’t here as
parliamentarian. She said it’s a good point, but legislation can be challenged in Senate.

Yutaka moved to put on record that the bylaws should be upheld if the OA contradicts it
without explicit amendment. Without second. Objection.

Charlessaid a Whereas clause can state that there is the support of the committee.

Hala said she is taking suggestions, since the actual questions will be secret until the
morning of.

Steering members not involved in campaigns remameliscuss the details of the forum
and brainstorm question topics.

Hala said for the record it’s OK to be involved after the forum, but give no involvement
up through the Senate forum.
